The Warren Junior Military Band is a youth arts organization, founded in 1927, whose purpose is music education and enrichment for 

members, families, and audiences. It is supported by contributions from individuals, corporations, foundations, the Ohio Arts Council, and by fundraising 
projects of members and families.  

The Warren Civic Music Association is once again offering first-class entertainment at affordable prices.  The all-volunteer 

organization is offering a varied and enjoyable series of concerts featuring some of the best talent in the country.  Music lovers do not have to go to  
Cleveland, New York, Pittsburgh or even Branson, MO. This organization has the distinct honor of being the oldest community arts organization in Trumbull 
County. It was incorporated in 1937 as the Warren Concert Organization. After three years of "hard times", it reorganized in 1940 as Warren Civic Music 
Association. Judge Dewey McVicker was the first president and Robert W. Balson is the current president. 

The Association's Board of Directors is composed of all volunteers, who guide the operation of the organization. The current officers serving with Mr. Balson 
are Vice President Mrs. Jeannine K. Morris, Secretary Mrs. Roz Jackson, Treasurer Mrs. Karen J. McMorran, Assistant Treasurer Richard A. Polko, Artist 
Selection Chairperson Mr. Karl A. Morris and Subscription Director Mrs. Elizabeth J. Balson. Dana School Of Music, originally located in Warren, left its 
influence on Warren Civic Music with a legacy of musically oriented volunteers and appreciative audiences. 

Warren-Trumbull County Public Library 
Established in 1890, the W-TCPL includes the Main Library in Warren; branch locations in Brookfield, Cortland, Howland, Liberty, and Lordstown; a 
Bookmobile; and Homebound service.  The Warren-Trumbull County Public Library links people and ideas by providing resources and services to all members 
of the community. 
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The Warren Philharmonic Orchestra is comprised of 60 professional musicians, many of whom are faculty members and graduates of 

such conservatories as the Juilliard School, the Eastman School of Music, the Cleveland Institute of Music and the Dana School of Music. Music Director Susan 

Davenny Wyner has received international acclaim for her recordings and conducting of concerts and opera throughout the US and EuǊƻǇŜΦ ¢ƘŜ ²thΩǎ 

current administrative staff includes Executive Director, Barry Dunaway, Concert Manager, Tim Powell and Special Projects Manager, Hubert Evans. 

The Fine Arts Council of Trumbull County (FACT) was established in 1971 when six community organizations 

recognized the need for mutual support & coordination of the arts and cultural organizations. Our mission is "to improve the quality of life in 
Trumbull County, by fostering the arts."   

Today, FACT continues to serve as an umbrella agency for 33 different cultural organizations in Northeast Ohio. Their representatives and 
community volunteers comprise the FACT Board of Trustees, which meets quarterly to exchange ideas, review progress, and solve problems. FACT 
receives funding through corporate, foundation and individual donations. State funds are received from the Ohio Arts Council.   

The WD Packard Concert Band and Music Hall is the center of cultural and entertainment programs in the Warren area and

high school graduations, dance recitals, dances, and of course, the free monthly Packard Band Concerts. The Hall has also been used annually by 

organizations such as the Warren Civic Music Association, Trumbull Town Hall Lecture Series, the Barbershoppers, the Giddings Club, the American 

Association of University Women, the Warren Philharmonic Orchestra and many others. For two decades, from 1958-1978, it was the home of the Kenley 

Players and gained national recognition during that time. It also served as a temporary home for hundreds of Warren residents who were flooded out of their 

homes in 1959, when it was used as a disaster center. 

 

It has a seating capacity of 2,500 and also includes small meeting rooms, a kitchen, and dressing rooms. The Packard Will provided nothing for maintenance, 

so annual operating costs are covered by hall rentals and city subsidies. 

"The Mission of the Packard Music Hall is to provide its users, guests, and community a venue for civic, arts, and entertainment events.  The Music Hall strives 

to improve the quality of life in Warren and surrounding communities through the social, cultural, and economic benefits of its operation, while progressively 

managing a clean, safe, well maintained facility."

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Trumbull Art Gallery (originally Trumbull Art Guild) was organized as a non-profit corporation in 1957 by a group of dedicated people interested 

in the promotion of the visual arts and artists in our community.  For many years, the organization existed without staff or headquarters, utilizing community 

buildings for yearly art exhibits.  In 1969, TAG moved into the Gillmer House on Mahoning Avenue through the generosity of Mrs. Ralph (Marion Gillmer) 

Kroehle, and began for the first time to offer art classes, regular gallery exhibits and a gift shop.  Mrs. Kroehle deeded the house to TAG in June of l978, and

A generous offer to move into two storefront shops in the Robins Theatre Building in 

downtown Warren was made by Mr. Brad Phillips in July of 2003, and Trumbull Art Gallery opened its doors to the public at 196-198 East Market Street on 

December 7, 2003.
